The church shall be known as High Praises Church.

NAME

PURPOSE

The purpose of High Praises Church is to carry out the great commission
of our Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ, to provide a loving and happy
environment for a hopeless world, and encourage everyone to receive His
Spirit as his or her source of personal strength.

INCORPORATION

The church is incorporated according to the laws of the State of
Tennessee.

JOINING PROCESS

prospective member. A prospective member will become an accepted
member of the church upon completion of a Join the Journey Experience.



DUTIES OF CHURCH MEMBERS

A member of High Praises Church is expected to live a life that is in
complete accordance with the doctrine of the church and aligned with
the word of God to reflect a Christ-centered life. A church member is
expected to promote unity and must be willing to stop any conversation
that tears down the vision of the church. A church member should
support the church in prayer, regular church attendance and service. A
church member will also be expected to tithe.

CONDUCT

TERMINATION OF MEMBERSHIP

church, or found in an act that is not in line with the Bible or church
constitution, their name could be removed from the church membership
list. The Pastor and Elders of the church will make any decisions
concerning termination and membership.
